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This is coincidentally my 7th year as a class teacher. It is such an honour to
have been recognised by my colleagues and the school, and to receive the award
of Outstanding Class Teacher. Here is my sharing, as well as my reflection of my

work.

Class teacher is the root of the class

[
In recent years, | have gained some experience as a class teacher and have

gradually understood the meaning of 'Class teacher is the root of the class." At the beginning of the
school year, | ask myself how | want my class to be. Then, as the root of the class, | will bring these
qualities to life. For instance, | hope that my class is friendly and harmonious, so | will take the initiative

to care for my students, embrace their differences and offer help when they need it.
Class teacher is the link of the class

The link connects me and the students, students among students, me and the parents, other
teachers and the students, and even parents and parents! But whatever there is to connect, | find that
love and sympathy is always effective. Sympathy allows us to view from the perspective of others and
objectively understand their feelings. Love allows us to make choices that are for the good of others.

These choices help build the trust of students and parents, and thus connect everyone.

Class teachers need to be devoted to each and every student. This role can be laborious and

tiring. However, if it is performed well, it will bring a positive impact on the students' school life.
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Were you born to teach?

When my daughter was in primary school, she was always excited
listening to the stories of my experiences of teaching in school. She was
envious of my job and hence wanted to become a teacher in the future. After a
few years when she graduated from high school, she managed to find a job as
a relief teacher in school, and happily announced that she would start teaching £

the following day. After work on the first day, | asked her about work and her
students, and she replied without a smile, “Just okay!”. On the third day, she
started complaining about the students. On the fifth day, she complained about school administrative
issues. Finally, on the seventh day, she told me that she had quit her job as a teacher and vowed never
to teach again. | was amused and teased her saying, “Now you know how difficult my job is, and how
hard | worked to raise you.” “But it's not the same, you were born to teach,” she retorted. | replied calmly,
“l was not born a teacher. | made the effort and continued to learn to teach every day of my life, to make
a difficult job enjoyable.” In 2019, she started to learn to be a happy teacher .........
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My name is Jennifer and | have been a teacher for over 20

years.

In my early years teaching, | used to call myself a 'teacher’

but now | prefer the term 'educator'. What is the difference?

For me, the word 'teacher' has the connotation of being the
leader in the classroom, the one who directs the lesson and

instructs the students with regard to academia.

An 'educator' however, focuses on developing the student as

a whole. An educator not only looks after a student's learning, but
also the student's moral, social and intellectual well-being. In short,
in my opinion, a teacher instructs and directs whereas an educator guides, supports and is fully
committed to ensuring that the students understand the lesson whole-heartedly... an educator inspires

and motivates their students.

This difference, between seeing myself as an educator rather than as a teacher, underpins the

way | deliver my lessons.

| am not the star of the classroom; my students are. As such, my lessons comprise of a variety of
activities which allow students of all learning styles to shine. This means including activities which cater

for auditory, kinaesthetic, visual, logical-mathematical etc. learners.

| also believe students thrive on cooperative learning and | work hard to prepare lessons which
allow students to build and extend their knowledge while working with their classmates. This knowledge
is then displayed and celebrated through Gallery Walks and Wonder Walls. In addition, making students
work cooperatively and collaboratively helps bridge the achievement gap. A sense of ownership,

responsibility and belonging are elements seen when students engage in cooperative activities.

Above all else, truly caring for our students is what makes a person the best teacher/ educator.
Because when one truly cares for their students, one wants only the best for them and the best means
looking after them as an individual, catering to their needs and providing them with opportunities to fail,

to learn, to adapt, to grow and to shine.

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During pass decade, | was sitting a role in leading several departments include mathematics,
science and computer studies simultaneously, which allows me to have chance of searching chances of
mixing different aspect of learning from each subject.

By more studies of different teaching approach in these subjects, experimental activities have been
conducted in semester. During each iteration of trial, many successful experiences have been
generated, and of course more difficulties have been found to evolve for improvement to next time. In
order to maintain continuous development to these cross curriculum activities, we do repeatedly using
each activity to the difference classes in a period of time by conducting the continuous research model.

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“How to be a good class teacher?” This is supposed to be a more challenging question compared to “How to be a good
English teacher?” Being an outstanding English teacher may require excellent subject knowledge and professional teaching
methods. According to Wikipedia, homeroom teachers (class teachers) do not only make sure that administrative documents
are distributed, attendance is marked and announcements are made. They are responsible for pushing the students to do their
best. Students often see their homeroom teachers as their role models. | am impressed by this definition and | can relate it to
my experience of being a class teacher.

There are always different kinds of students in each class. Some are obedient and well-behaved. Some are difficult and
are not willing to co-operate. They are all uniqgue and have their own strengths. Making sunshine calls to parents before the
school starts is a wonderful way. | can get some basic understanding of each student. When | actually start teaching and
working with my class, | find it a lot easier. They are like “How does my teacher know that | like reading?” and “Wow! My teacher
knows that | am good at science”. They will find it really impressive too. At the same time, | get to know their strengths and
weaknesses and | can assign different classroom jobs for different students. | always give a challenging student small but
personal tasks to complete. For example, if he/she is very talkative and disturbing in class, | would ask
him/her to help me monitor the class to see if there are students talking or not staying focused.

Like what | just suggested, there are sometimes argumentative students. | make clear and
consistent rules every year. Once students break the rules, | handle it immediately in the classroom
. before moving forward. | try not to discipline them in front of the whole class as | do not want to
embarrass them. | ask them to stay after class to speak with me. This is one way to issue a
consequence without disrupting my class.

Being a class teacher is never easy but it is truly satisfying. We push our students to do their best
according to their needs, strengths and weaknesses. We touch their hearts by being a good role model
in class.
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As a primary school teacher, | think it is important to make learning fun so that my
students enjoy their school lives and enjoy the process of learning. A class teacher's job
may be tedious and demanding, yet | believe it is one of the most rewarding experiences in
a teacher's life.

At the beginning of each academic year, | look forward to meeting my students and
planning positive reinforcement strategies to motivate them to learn in their best ability.
Whilst learning about my students' strengths and weakness, likes and dislikes, and all their
different characteristics and personalities, | plan positive reinforcement systems to utilise in
our classroom for the school year. For example, in one of the years | taught, the class was
mischievous. It was particularly important to gain their trust and to reinforce positive
behaviour in the classroom, hence | came up with a “raffle system". Students would get a
‘raffle ticket” when they behaved, showed positivity or improved. After they wrote their
names on the ticket, they would place it in a raffle draw. At the end of each week, we drew
out 3 raffle tickets from the box and those students could choose to be either rewarded with
a gift or a “lunch pass”. | did not want students to learn that their good behaviour only led to
materialistic rewards, hence the “lunch pass” was created for students to choose a friend in
the class to enjoy lunch with on any particular day they chose. This soon became a success as students learnt the importance
of positive behaviour and soon wanted to improve themselves.

Each year, | use different approaches depending on the class, such as the grade level, their characteristics etc. During this
learning process in individualising such systems in the classroom, | learn to become a better class teacher and my reward
definitely originates from seeing my students grow and becoming the best version of themselves.

There are many roles in being a class teacher an educator, a guiding light, a responsible citizen, a trustworthy friend and
the list goes on, but most importantly, being there for our students. | believe the best class teacher for students is not a teacher
who teaches them all the knowledge, but rather someone who is always present. experiences and enjoys the school life
together with them. When us teachers have fun and enjoy our school lives, students can sense it and enjoy the process of
learning too!

Getting children to read has been a passion of mine for a long time. | still remember the
excitement | felt when | first learnt to read as a child. There was a huge library in my
neighbourhood. | would go with my sister every weekend and take out the full limit of books
allowed. By the time we returned to the library, | had already read everything and was
eagerly waiting to borrow more. This early and extensive reading habit ignited my passion for
the English language, a passion that still exists today.

At school, | enjoy sharing my childhood favourites with my pupils. Once | even decorated my
classroom in the Harry Potter theme | mean, who doesn't love the masterpiece by J.K.
Rowling? | put my pupils in four houses like they did at Hogwarts, which acted as study
groups in which they helped one another. Before | knew it, the kids each had a Harry Potter
book ready for the morning reading period.

However, it has not always been roses and peaches. In my first year of teaching, |
only saw reading comprehension as a means to assess pupils' reading ability.
Teaching how to read was tedious because the majority of the reading materials did
not really excite me. As | gained more experience, | made changes to the way |
teach reading. The watershed moment was when | took my P2 pupils to the library.
Their eyes glistened before the rows of bookshelves and they reminded me of my
younger self. | wanted them to feel the excitement | felt for reading.

Two years ago, | was fortunate to join my current school. The school has done an excellent job in teaching pupils
how to read and creating a reading culture. The reading materials that we give our pupils to work with are authentic
and relevant to their everyday lives. Whilst reading, pupils are not only learning to read, they are also learning
various reading strategies, vocabulary and syntax, and so using a familiar theme that is relevant to the pupils' lives
is beneficial to their language development.

In a nutshell, the key to igniting children's love for reading is all about building relationships. A teacher has the
power to forge a bond with children over almost anything. And | choose to forge a close bond over storybooks!
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Every teacher who has been teaching for years must have some perspectives to share. As it can be an endless
discussion, here | will just share two ways | encourage self-access learning.

Teaching English is challenging, especially when your students lack family support. There is no doubt that how well
a student learns a language depends on how much he/she is exposed to it. However, when English lesson is the
only opportunity for students to learn and use English, it will be close to impossible to help them learn.

Therefore, as a teacher, | try to increase their exposure to English by motivating them to enjoy movies, TV dramas
or music. | am sure this is what every language teacher has been doing. Yet, | believe the key is to make the
experience enjoyable. | tend not to ask students to write up a review. | do not care how many words they have
learnt. We just simply discuss what we think about the setting, the plot, the characters, etc. in a casual way. Mostly,
we just share with each other what we have been watching or listening to recently. If we present English to students
as a school subject or if we present the movies, TV drams or music as learning materials, students are not going to
enjoy them. Instead, if we just introduce students to different forms of entertainment which just happen to be in
English, they will gradually pick up some English.

Another way to encourage self-access learning is to make good use of technology. Students whose parents do not
speak English may have difficulty learning English at home. They usually struggle with listening and speaking skills.
These students have no one to turn to when they do not know how to pronounce a word. In the old days, teachers
would ask students to look up words in a dictionary or check the word online to listen to their pronunciations. Such
methods work somehow but students will give up quickly if they have a number of words in a passage to check.
Thanks to the advancement in technology, now we can now teach students to use the
immersive reader function, the read aloud function and text to speech function in different
apps and websites. If we teachers send our students a word file, they can simply click the
read aloud function to listen to it. In the last year when lesson time has been cut short
because of the pandemic, | have assigned reading aloud practices to my students. They
have to record themselves reading aloud short passages and upload the audios file on
3 Teams. We all know the importance of reading aloud. However, under the time constraint,
we tend to exploit students' opportunities to speak English during lessons. Perhaps
making good use of online platforms is way out.

If you are a Language teacher, | am sure you will also agree that Language is mostly
learnt outside classroom. Therefore, driving students to learn on their own is something
that we should keep working on.
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A famous writer, William Arthur Ward said, 'The mediocre teacher tells, the good teacher explains, the superior
teacher demonstrates, and the great teacher inspires.' | still remember this saying, which was quoted by one of my
teachers who inspired me a lot in my university study.

When | think about my role as a teacher, the one thing that | have focused on is the relationships that | have built
with my students. | enjoy having conversations with them on the subjects and issues that are important to them. |
believe that a good relationship between teachers and students is built on a strong foundation of mutual
understanding, respect and trust. | always believe that teachers must be the first to open the doors of good
communication, as not all students will show that initiative. Having a sincere attitude toward students and showing
a concern for both their academic work and their lives is important for students' growth.

Being a teacher is not easy, it is an unpredictable one and each day is
new with the students. And we, as a teacher, must always find new
ways to solve problems as each day presents itself with a new set of
challenges. So, | am so fortunate to have my journey as a teacher and
offer my services to Heung To Secondary School (TKO). The incredible
teachers here have taught me a lot. | have learned so much by
observing their work ethics, dedication and commitment to their
profession. My colleagues' sincerity has always inspired me to become
better. | am so grateful to everyone in my school who believed in me
and helped me in my teaching journey.
